 Sunday Reflection
SUNDAY, JANUARY 22, 2023

READINGS

Isaiah 8:23—9:3
Psalms 27:1, 4, 13-14
1 Corinthians 1:10-13, 17
Matthew 4:12-23

Discipleship is not something that we 
decide we want for ourselves, but in-
stead, through baptism God invites 
us to become active disciples of Jesus 
Christ. Active disciples? Yes, active! It 
is easy to say we are disciples of Je-
sus, yet sit back, and do very little in 
our faith life to demonstrate that we 
are truly disciples who are working to 
carry Christ into every corner of our 
world. 

The question is why some of the bap-
tized hear the call, and others may 
not, or perhaps we might ask why 
some respond to the call and others 
do not. We might assume the re-
sponse of the individual depends on 
their personal motivation, but in real-
ity, it comes down to understanding. 
We need to understand what Christ 

invites us to. Our ability to accept and 
act on his call depends on us recog-
nizing the importance of not only 
Christ’s birth, but also his death and 
resurrection. Why did Christ come? 
He did not come to intrude in our life, 
but came for us, to teach us, and to 
save us. It is our lot and portion to be 
active disciples of Jesus Christ, to let 
those around us know why he came.
